One of the highlights of the report was the description of the growing Kids Ministry at Jericho. This
is a day-care program for the children of the rescued women. Adam spent a lot of his time with these
children, often at the bottom of a pile of little arms and legs. Vicky said that the children saw Adam
as “a big teddy bear”. Adam’s semesters of college Spanish served him well, and he was soon able to
communicate easily with the kids. As you can see from the photos, the children are joyful, radiant,
and hungry for love and attention. Adam found that they responded to his attention with particular
gusto. The program has grown to serve between 15 and 20 children daily, most between the ages of
three and six. They all occupy a single modest room, but the love of their care-takers and the Spirit
of Christ must make up for the physical want as evidenced by the smiles on their faces.

Vicky related that Betsy and her staff begin every day with an hour of prayer on their knees, lifting
up the needs of Jericho to the One who can make a difference. Once everyone is gathered at the
ministry, there is an hour devotional for the rescued women before they begin their daily work. The
sewing ministry provides skill training for the woman, and a sense of satisfaction in working with
their hands, but it is Christ’s work in their hearts that is Jericho’s primary focus.

Dale described one touching story about a young girl named Dorian. Dorian was 16 years old and
pregnant when God lead her into the path of Jericho. Her family had disowned her because of her
shame, she had no place to live, and was ready to abort. The women of Jericho ministered to her, led
her to a relationship with Jesus, and helped her after the birth of her darling baby boy. Dorian now
lives in a six by eight foot room with her child. She is too young to legally work at Jericho, so she
knits products at home to later be sold at Jericho and cares for little Lucas. “Whoever welcomes one
of these little children in my name welcomes me; and whoever welcomes me does not welcome me but
the one who sent me.” — Mark 9:37. Praise God for Dorian and let us pray that her heart will grow
ever closer to Jesus.

For those of us (myself included) who have been thinking of Betsy as a one-woman show, I am
happy to report that she has developed a healthy base of leadership within Jericho. There are four or
five key people on her staff that she can rely upon to provide leadership, and to run the operation
while she is away. The board is resolute in our desire to strengthen the operations in the U.S. as well,
with the goal to unburden her from as many financial and logistics worries as possible. Our desire is
to continue to grow Jericho ministries as God leads us, reaching the fallen angels of Tegucigalpa in as
big a way as possible.
